Arbetsplatssdkerhet

Klam fast
den framre delen av slipbladet under den framre
klamlisten (10). Se till att slipbladet (9) inte ar for kort
och klams fast korrekt. Svang tillbaka plintbygeln (7) till
utgangslaget och 1as den dar.

Ohalade slipblad fran t.ex. rull- och metervara kan du hala

Anslut utsugsslangen (16) till en dammsugare. En 6versikt
6ver anslutning till olika dammsugare finns i slutet av denna
bruksanvisning.

Sugen maste vara lamplig for det material som ska
bearbetas.

Anvand en specialsug for att suga halsovadligt och
cancerframkallande eller torrt damm.

Vid arbeten pa lodrata ytor haller du elverktyget sa att
utsugsslangen pekar nedat.

Eget utsug med dammpase (se bilder G-1)

Satt och skjut pa den kompletta dammpasen (2) pa
utblasningsstutsen (13) tills den ligger an tatt mot verktyget.
For att tomma dammpadsen (14) drar du av den kompletta
dammpasen (2) fran utblasningsstutsen (13). Skruva av

adaptern (15) fran dammpasen (14) (@ och tém
dammpasen.

Anmarkning: For att sakerstalla en optimal
dammbortsugning sa skall dammpasen (14) tommas i ratt
tid.

Lampligt svangningstal beror pa material och

arbetsforhallande.

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For precis slipning av kanter, horn och svaratkomliga stallen
kan du ocksa arbeta med endast spetsen eller en kant av
slipplattan.

En 6verdriven 6kning av presstrycket leder inte till en hogre
slipeffekt, utan till ett kraftigare slitage av elverktyget och
kan leda till att slipplattan blir uttjanta i fortid.
